Past President Linda's Final Comments:

This has been one of my most wonderful years in Rotary.  It has been a pleasure serving you as President this past year. Our club was chartered July 26, 1966, and I am the 5th women to be President.  I’d like to share with you our accomplishments:

1.   We sponsored Chylie Clark as a Ryla student and paid ½ of Amanda Krewson/Jackson Rotary

2.  We paid for Jackson Rotary’s Youth Exchange to attend the International Convention in New Orleans.

3.  We sponsored Jordan Buchheit as an Ambassadorial Scholarship Candidate who was awarded the alternate spot.

4.  We sponsored Annalee Menz as a Group Study Exchange Team member to Mexico who gave a presentation at the installation evening.

5.   We had a net 7 new members, raising our membership from 64 to 71

6.  We have awarded 9 Paul Harris Fellows this past year.

7.  We developed a Red Badge Membership Retention program.

8.  We adopted the Four Way Recruitment Plan.

9.  We were awarded the Presidential Citation of which over 30 clubs received.

10.  We also qualified for the Presidential Citation with Distinction, only 8 clubs out of 57 qualified for this.

11.  We achieve the EREY award, which means every club member has donated some amount to the Foundation.

12.  We also achieved the Century Club award, meaning we averaged $100 per Rotarian.

13.  Our Foundation goal was $10,000.  We ended the year with donations to the Foundation of $11,333 which $177.08 avg per Rotarian.  The District avg is $120.  

14.  Our goal for Polio was $2,000 and our donations were $2,000.  This $2,000 came from Sheriff Money that David Ross did periodically, personal donations and Ham and Bean Day.

15.  Our avg attendance for the year is 87%, which is above the District avg of 65%.

16.  We usually were always in the top five each month out of 57 clubs in attendance, but February we were first with 95%.

17.  We are helping to build a school in Haiti.  We have helped numerous other organizations through our Auction.

18.  Over the past several years, over 500 students have benefited from the Scholarship Golf Tournament and an article has been submitted to Rotary International for the monthly magazine "The Rotarian"

19.  We had our first Four Way Test Essay Contest.

20.  We participated with Camp Enterprise.

21.  We had a work day at Mississippi Valley Therapeutic Horsemanship and installed a new permanent sign.

22. We had a Rotary Night at the ballgame at a Semo Redhawks game.

23.  We participated in Stuff a Bus with United Way.

24.  We had a team in the Barbecue Fest at the Arena Park.

25.  Skip had two Fireside Chat’s at his house this year.

26.  Then let me move on to Programs.  Interesting, entertaining and educating programs are what keeps our attendance in high numbers.  We have had such speakers as John Danforth, Dickey Nutt and Tony Samuel, John Koch, John Disseaur, Terry Miller, Frank Nickelle, and high profile Peter Olsen survivor from 911, Leon Book and his group singing to us, Paul Echols lead investigator for Timothy Kreichor; we had baby kangaroo, a visit to the Nature Center and Glenn House, and the list goes on and on.    Several Rotarians have brought in great programs, but two individuals in particular have brought in more programs than anyone else.  I would like to recognize Rick Ebaugh and Steve Schneider for their years of service in Rotary finding exciting programs.  Rick and Steve received the "Exceptional Award".

Skip Wrape is the Rotarian of the Year.  He always demonstrates what Rotary stands for “Service Above Self” and is very active in club activities and has always supported the club in its goals.   I chose the globe award because it bests exemplifies Skip's commitment to World needs.
