 “Rotary Foundation moment - Paul Harris history”
 
Rotary Foundation was started in 1917 by RI President Arch Klumph with an idea to do good in the world.

The Rotary Club of Kansas City made the first gift to the Rotary Foundation in the amount of $26.50.

The Foundation built very slowly over the next 15 years and in 1932 it had only $50,000.00 in the bank.

The Great Worldwide Depression and World War II continued to hinder giving, even though the need was great.

When Paul Harris died in 1947, memorials to the Foundation poured in and that first year the Foundation granted 18 Rotary Foundation Fellowships, now known as the Ambassadorial Scholarships, for one year study abroad.  The Rotary Foundation expanded in 1948 with 37 students granted Fellowships and $15,000.00 was allocated for war-relief assistance.

The Foundation Trustees determined in 1957 that anyone who desired to honor Paul Harris’ memory and contributed $1,000.00 to The Rotary Foundation then that person would be named a “Paul Harris Fellow”.  Allison G. Brush, a past RI director from Mississippi was the first “Paul Harris Fellow” and the second was Rufus F. Chapin a Rotarian since 1905 and past treasurer of Rotary International.  To date there is now more than 1,000,000 Paul Harris Fellows.

In 1965-66, three new programs were launched: Group Study Exchange, Awards for Technical Training, and Grants for Activities in Keeping with the Objective of The Rotary Foundation, later called the Matching Grants.  The Health, Hunger and Humanity (3-H) Grants program was launched in 1978, and Rotary Volunteers was created as a part of that program in 1980.  Polio Plus was announced in 1984-85, and the next year brought Rotary Grants for University Teachers.  The first peace forums were held in 1987-88, leading to the Foundation’s peace and conflict studies programs.
