Pakistan:  2009 this time last year 42; 2010  - 30 cases

Afghanistan:  2009 this time last year 17; 2010 -  13 cases

India:  2009 this time last year 236; 2010 -  30 cases

Nigeria:  2009 this time last year 368; 2010 -  6 cases
