Critter Street
O Nursery Leader — Nurtures and provides a safe, loving
atmosphere for infants and toddlers. Leaders of toddlers
will also introduce simple concepts about God and Jesus
through a designated curriculum.

O Preschool Leader - Nurtures and provides a safe, loving
atmosphere for preschool-aged children. Leaders of preschool
children will guide them through a curriculum that includes a
craft and a simple lesson.

O Greeter - Welcomes the children and parents at each room
entrance in Critter Street. The Greeter also explains and
facilitates the check-in process.

O Restroom Monitor - Escorts groups of children to the restroom
(no more than 4 at one time). The Restroom Monitor will also
assist Preschool and Nursery Leaders by pacifying upset
children by giving them a ride in the buggy. The Restroom
Monitor must be a female.

Wild Woods
O Small Group Leader - Serves as a shepherd to a small group of
children by building relationships and encouraging them to
pursue a deeper relationship with Jesus. The Small Group
Leader uses the designated curriculum to support and
personalize the Large Group message.

O Assistant Leader - Serves as an aide to the Small Group
Leader and to the Wild Woods Park. The Assistant Leader will
sit in on a small group to help with discipline issues,
support the lesson, and help where needed.

O Greeter - Welcomes the children and parents at the check-in
counter as they arrive. The Greeter explains and facilitates
the check-in process. The Greeter will also escort students
to the restroom when needed and monitor the entrance to Wild
Woods Park to ensure child safety.

O Technical Support - Facilitates Wild Wood Park by providing
technical support in the areas of sound, PowerPoint, and
video.
